Spiritual Thought

Today we celebrate the beautiful feast of Corpus
Christi — celebrating the Body and Blood of the Lord.
During the Triduum we celebrate the institution of
the Holy Eucharist — on the Thursday night, with the
washing of the feet and the watching until midnight.
But that night is so sad — it points us to the cross, it is
a sorrowful Passover meal. So, the church, wanting to
celebrate with joy gives us the feast exclusively for the
Holy Eucharist of Corpus Christi.

It is another moment in the Catholic year at which we
are able to rejoice in the great gifts God has given us
— the gift of Himself, the gift of His true Body, Blood,
Soul and Divinity.

It is truly marvellous to think (and that our thinking is
true) that this same Body was born in Bethlehem for
us, raised in Nazareth, fasted in the desert, preached,
healed, suffered for us and died, rose from the dead
and ascended into heaven — this same body of Jesus
we receive into our mouth at Holy Communion. And
from within us works the same miracles He worked
during his time on earth. From within us gives us the
eternal life. From within us He works to raise us up
on the last day. These are all promises he makes to us
in the 6™ chapter of St. John’s Gospel.

We should be amazed at this — we should be full of
eucharistic amazement. Our minds can be full of this
wonderful generosity and love.

When there is love there is desire to spend time with
the beloved, to dwell with them. If we are in love we
make time to be with the beloved. If we are in love we
share everything with the beloved, even to the point
of sharing our very lives with them. Our Lord loves us
(perhaps we forget that, we mustn’t) he loves us
passionately. He desires to be with us, to spend time
with us. He wants to share His life and his body with
us — even to the point that we become one body with
him. And so to work this sharing, this union, he has
created a way to be with us until the end of time — that
way to be with us is the Holy Eucharist. So, let us
receive His love, and love His eucharist in return.
